Members of the Taize community and others offer answers to why
millions of Christians have found the songs of Taize so helpful as a
pathway to prayer. Brother Roger's words as well as long views of
community prayers at Taize take us to the heart of the mystery of
prayer, for prayer is not something that can be explained--it arises
when individuals open themselves to God's love together, in an
atmosphere of simple trust. Explanation is given for how these
songs can be used in your own setting.
